Open Space Strategy Report

Open Space Strategy - Dunstone Grove -Linde Reserve - situated in the Central Precinct — Evandale, Maylands
and Stepney, Jensen Planning & Design, in Association with Peter Nichollls & Associates (2003).

City of Norwood Payneham & St. Peters, Adelaide.

Summary

The overall purpose of the report is to develop an Open Plan Strategy that the Council can. “effectively manage,
maintain, enhance and further develop its open space networks”.

Four major goals:

establish clear understanding of the type of open space which exists at present;
establish a clear understanding of community’s needs in relation to open space;
establish principles and policies for the future use and development of open space; and

to establish recommended priorities for action.

Hierarchy of Open Space - Dunstone Grove is classified as Regional Open Space and ‘Linde Reserve to provide
important informal recreation opportunities. Due to the limited amount open space some reserves that would have been
seen as local are taking on a district role as well as local.’

Relevant Directions

Dunstone Grove/Linde Reserve (public toilets, BBQ, seating, greater visibility from Payneham Rd)

Design and promote Linde Reserve/ Dunstone Grove as one of the reserves that offer some play opportunities for
children with disabilities

Create opportunities for children to be inventive by ensuring the retention/& or development of natural elements
within  the play environment, eg creeks, trees, mounds. This strategy can be linked to the
development/reinstatement of the natural environment in some reserves.

Electricity, drinking water facilities and adequate lighting for social gatherings

Potential for the development of a community garden (eg Wynn Vale) particularly in vicinity of community facilities
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e Youth hub /drop in centre- skate /BMX park facilities. Investigate which location would be suitable following location
suggested due to location eg near commercial, good surveillance, good public transport, reasonable separation
from residential development

e Vandal proof signage that clearly identifies condition of use map or directional signage especially focusing on
linkages

o Reinstate natural creek line

o Upgrade toilets

o Develop dense planting along solid fence lines which adjoin reserves to reduce opportunities for vandalism- use of
local provenance indigenous vegetation where appropriate.

Tennis Facilities Strategy Report

Tennis Facilities Strategy, Suter & Associates Leisure & Tourism Planners (2005)

City of Norwood Payneham & St. Peters, Adelaide.

Summary

Strategic direction for future tennis facilities / direction within City of Norwood Payneham & St. Peters. Also identifies
regional approach and perspective in relationship to tennis and therefore “regional funding opportunities to help
resource facility improvements.” Analysis of existing tennis facilities, including adjoining Council courts eg Walkerville
that are used by people outside the area. General growth in tennis, Tennis SA supports this, but that the “majority of
players are not members and believes that the demand for community access to courts for casual use and night tennis
is likely to be particularly strong in the future”

The report claims that there is a large demand for courts from the community and that “local government has a regional
role to play.” It goes on to say that “with casual participation in tennis being potentially much higher than club tennis
participation, there is a need for additional courts that are available for casual community use.”

Relevant Directions

e Linde Reserve - Dunstone Grove identified for possible development of community courts/ casual use. Linde
Reserve is not on a main road has adequate parking and excellent surveillance from surrounding dwelling and
would provide an “alternative experience than a Club/competitive tennis experience”

e Local Community Orientated suggested- 1-2 courts, no lights but good quality.

 Difficulty of managing free community use of courts with lights and cost of provision needs to be assessed.
Demand could be high and conflicts between users could develop-Also take away revenue of tennis club hiring out
courts, especially at night.

e ‘“Linde Reserve has a district focus that should support a larger number of people. However, the appropriateness of
courts at this location would need to be further assessed.”
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High cost to maintain community courts

Playground Strategy Report

Playground Strategy, Suter & Associates Leisure & Tourism Planners (2006)

Summary

The report provides strategic direction for future provision and management of playgrounds within City of Norwood
Payneham & St. Peters and will assist Council in its planning for a range of “innovative (offering a broader range of
experiences & challenges) and diverse (broaden the age groups that are catered for) playgrounds and provide a
framework for future priorities and actions.”

Relevant Directions

Need for more innovative playgrounds eg. Linde Reserve and emphasis on play opportunities for children with a
disability

Linde Reserve- potentially seen as Level 1 Playground (regional) i.e. high quality, unique features and
characteristics and a range of equipment and activity opportunities. Will potentially draw people from across and
beyond the City of Norwood Payneham and St Peters.

High profile site, car parking and good access ideal for significant playground. Connection to other facilities
(community buildings, outdoor recreation).

Suggested theme- Culture and Arts
Involvement of children, parents and carers in planning process

Review of existing playground at the Reserve - Located next to creek line - appeal & safety issues -consider
relocating playground. Standard equipment, Caters for young children. Fence along drainage line is less than 1m in
height. Raised sections of edgings. Sign deter use by 14years & over. No pathway with poor disability access.
Toilets although in poor condition and no disability access.

Trends & innovations in regard to playgrounds eg Art works incorporated into play equipment, sensory elements for
children with disabilities and educational components.

Location contributes to a balanced spread of innovative playgrounds.
As a proposed substantial playground, there is potential to cater for different age groups.

Strategies for good playground design including what should be incorporated into Level 1 playgrounds. On leash
park for dogs.

On high priority list for new playground- recommended for fencing due to proximity to busy roads
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¢ Involvement of children in the design process

Peters. Main issues are “how can the Council best position itself and achieve value for money in the provision of
relevant library services for the future?”

Relevant Directions

o Minimal direction but identified Linde Reserve as a potential site for a new library but due to access issues and
limited public transport it was not viable.

o Potential for future planning of the St PetersTown Hall to be included into a wider Master Plan.

Management Plan Report

Summary

Summary of the outcomes of the initial consultation with representative groups and stakeholder. Issues included in the
report are:

e current use of the reserve;

e current issues perceived by those consulted;

 future directions, including the former bowling club site; and

e opportunities to engage the broader community in next stages of the consultation process.
Relevant Issues and Directions

e Current uses- social and cultural activities, outdoor activities (both by surrounding community groups), informal
recreation activities (eg walking dog, playground), commuting to shopping facilities, schools, child care, rest area
for local employees, public toilets and venue for events

o Key features - old buildings, heritage gates, village atmosphere, synergy between user groups, community
activities, good surveillance therefore high reserve usage, visual open space, relaxed atmosphere with trees bird
and wildlife and close proximity to Avenues shopping complex.
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e Community Value - Highly valued and extremely well utilised. General condition of building poor. Traffic
management issues need reviewing especially Cornish St. Current use of Public Toilet and condition of toilets. Dog
owner letting dogs off leashes and not picking up dog faeces. Sufficient car parking from 2 designated carparks.
Rotary club driving across reserve to access their facility, residents concerned. Lack of lighting, shelter and
pathway uneven. Ensure rotection of existing trees. Security/vandalism recent graffiti attack at local Catholic
Church. Due to bowling club closure reduced surveillance. Rubbish get trap around bridge after storms and noise of
community groups on Sundays and evenings.

o Continued provision of buildings for community based activities - strong support upgrade or redevelop Perriam
Centre. Future sale of 48 Nelson St accepted- funds used to upgrade reserve. Shed at rear of property used by
Kneehigh Puppeteers / replacement shed near current scout hall.

e Open Space - upgrade playground, more BBQ's, improve lighting and pathways, increased number of seats,
installing water fountain and removal of existing old St Peters Council signage. Restoration of creek line.

o Retention of open fences on Henry Street Units as per the condition of Development Approval.

e Convert entire removed Bowling Club site back to open space some suggested uses eg community garden, enlarge
Child care outdoor play area.

Community Land Management Plans — Adoption of Final Plans Dunstone Grove - Linde

Reserve (CLMP 102400)

City of Norwood Payneham & St. Peters, Adelaide.

Summary

A report was prepared to seek authorisation of the public notification process for the draft Community Land
Management Plans including Dunstone Grove-Linde Reserve. Included in this report were the outcomes from the
community consultation process. A number of objectives were listed within this report relevant to Dunstone Grove-
Linde Reserve and these include the following:

Relevant Directions

e St Peters Child Care Centre & land containing Rotary Club of St Peters shed are excluded from Linde Reserve &
will be dealt with separately.

e Reserve classified as Regional Open Space.

e To maintain open space, buildings and other facilities for recreational opportunities, community, social and cultural
purposes, and occasional festivals and activities for the region.

e To maintain Second Creek as a valuable riverine environment and to cater for stormwater flow.

o To maintain the reserve as a pleasant aesthetic park.
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Intention to undertake Master Plan and to keep the Reserve for informal recreational activities. Major upgrades and
improvement will be subject to guidance of proposed Master Plan.

Discusses Former St Peters Bowling Club premises which have since been demolished after community
consultation with a high level of acceptance to return to open space.

In short term buildings in Dunstone Grove, east of Second creek will remain. Although it is recognised that the
Perriam Centre and cottages are likely to require significant upgrading or replacement to meet community needs in
longer term. The proposed Masterplan will address these long-term issues. In the interim, the Council will re-lease
the facilities to the existing tenants for terms not exceeding 5 years. No intensions or proposals for the dwelling at
48 Nelson St are included, apart from releasing it to 3D Radio for a term not greater than 5 years.

Draft Biodiversity Strategy 2006-2016 Environmental & Biodiversity Services

City of Norwood Payneham & St Peters

Summary

The purpose of the strategy is to improve biodiversity in the Council area, with a focus on protecting and enhancing
plants, animals and other organisms that are native to the local area. A key task of the strategy is the preparation of
action plans for the protection and development of priority sites in the Council area that provide or potentially provide,
the highest biodiversity value. A Biodiversity Action Plan has been prepared for Dunstone Grove — Linde Reserve.

Relevant Directions

The only remnant vegetation that exists occurs along Second Creek and consists of scattered Eucalyptus
camaldulensis (River Red Gums). Four of these meet Significant Tree status.

Retain and protect all remnant native vegetation.
Maintain current habitat value by retaining hollow dead trees, fallen logs etc.
Maintain and enhance areas previously revegetated with local native species.

Consideration to be given to the reconfiguration of the concrete drain to incorporate a wetland flood-out zone within
the reserve.

Revegetation to increase the cover and diversity of understorey native vegetation.

Suggested plantings could only occur if the concrete channel is reconfigured and the creek banks are laid back.
This action would link the two areas, creating a longer strip of vegetation and increasing the biodiversity rating for
the reserves.

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Appendix F - Dunstone Grove Linde Reserve - Summary of Consultation
Feedback

The Council undertook an extensive community consultation process in relation to the Draft Dunstone Grove/Linde
Reserve Master Plan that extended from Wednesday, 20 February to Friday, 4 April 2008. At the conclusion of the
consultation process, the Council had received 280 submissions and a copy of each submission is attached.

While a large range of issues were raised in the consultation process, forty (40) submissions gave overall and
unconditional support for the Draft Master Plan.

Many other submissions gave support to specific components of the Draft Master Plan. In general, the concept of
creating a more natural creek-line within the reserve was considered by many of the respondents as an important and
worthwhile environmental initiative. Support was also expressed for the upgrading of the playground and recreation
facilities, improved pedestrian and cycling pathways and new public toilet facilities.

An analysis has been undertaken of the submissions and the following key issues have been identified:

o the proposed removal of a River Red Gum tree;

e the proposed demolition of 64 and 66 Nelson Street cottages;

o the proposed sale of 48 Nelson Street;

o the future accommodation for the current users of the Nelson Street cottages, i.e. 3D Radio, Hilly Billy Hoot,
Women's Community Centre, Knee High Puppeteers, No Strings Attached and Club 68;

e the proposed reduction in number of car parking spaces; and

e an alternative proposal for developing the reserve.

Provided below is a summary of the responses to the key issues.
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River Red Gum Tree

The Draft Master Plan proposes that Second Creek, which runs through the reserve, be naturalised by removing the
concrete channel and “laying back” the banks on the eastern (Nelson St) side. However, in order to create this more
natural creek-line, the Draft Master Plan identified the need to remove fourteen (14) adult trees, six (6) of which are
classified as significant trees and one being a River Red Gum.

Sixty (60) of the submissions have opposed the removal of the River Red Gum, with some submissions opposing the
removal of any trees.

64, 66 & 68 Nelson Street Properties and Current User Groups

The Draft Master Plan proposes that the cottages at 64 and 66 Nelson Street be demolished to open up the views to
the proposed naturalised creek-line while simultaneously improving the vista from Nelson Street. Removal of the two
(2) cottages will also allow for passive surveillance of the reserve from people travelling along Nelson Street which is a
key Crime Prevention through Environmental Design (CEPTD) principle, proven to create safer community
environments. The third cottage on Nelson Street (68 Nelson Street) is to be retained.

Seventy three (73) of the submissions express their opposition to the demolition of the Nelson Street cottages. The
concerns raised ranged from the opposition to the loss of historical buildings through to the impact that the loss of
these buildings would have on the current users.

48 Nelson Street/3D Radio/Hill Billy Hoot

Under the Draft Master Plan, the property at 48 Nelson Street is identified as a non-essential feature of Dunstone
Grove / Linde Reserve on the basis that the property is located on the edge of the reserve and is utilised for activities
not necessarily linked to the reserve’s open space.

The Council has therefore decided to consider the possible sale of this property, factoring income from the potential
sale into the St Peters Precinct Project. In considering this action the Council has also undertaken to find suitable
alternative accommodation within the St Peters Precinct for 3D Radio.

One hundred and forty six (146) submissions expressed their support for 3D Radio being retained in its current location
and opposed the sale of 48 Nelson Street.

In the main, the submissions either did not acknowledge the Council’s proposal to relocate 3D Radio within the St
Peters Precinct or did not believe that this would be in the best interest of 3D Radio. It is important to note that a large
number of these submissions were made by persons who are regular listeners to 3D Radio but do not reside within the
City of Norwood Payneham & St Peters. Many of the submissions also expressed concern for the future of the Hill Billy
Hoot should the stables at the rear of 48 Nelson Street be sold.

Reduction in Car Parks

The Draft Master Plan proposes reducing the number of bitumen car-parking spaces from 50 to 15 in the Nelson Street
car park, and from 46 to 27 in the Stepney Street car park. This proposal is based on information gathered through the
Parking Occupancy Survey undertaken by the Council in November 2007 which demonstrated that these car parks are
not currently heavily utilised. The proposed reduction in the number of car parks also took into account the proposed
relocation of four (4) community groups (3D Radio, Kneehigh Puppeteers, No Strings Attached and Club 68) to the St
Peters Precinct or other suitable accommodation within the City. The reclaimed land from the reduction in bitumen car
parks and proposed removal of 64 and 66 Nelson Street cottages will allow for an increase in the amount of multi-
functional open space within the reserve.

Thirty six (36) submissions expressed concern over the proposed reduction in the number of car parks and some gave
anecdotal accounts of the car parks being regularly and heavily utilised.

The key elements of the alternative proposal are that the Master Plan should:
incorporate a community garden and orchard,;

retain the St Peters Youth Centre;

retain cottages at 48, 64, 66 & 68 Nelson Street and associated groups;
retain the River Red Gum tree;

incorporate a small amphitheatre; and

retain car parking spaces.

It is also important to note that many of the submissions supported some aspects of the Draft Master Plan including
naturalisation of the creek-line, upgraded playground and recreation facilities, improved pedestrian and cycling
pathways and new public toilet facilities.
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
